Statement in response to concerns about environmental impacts in Mossville, Louisiana
Air Liquide no longer has a production unit in Mossville, Louisiana, having removed its Westlake air separation unit in 2006.  Even during the period of Air Liquide's active operations near Mossville however, Air Liquide was not a source of the pollutants complained of by Mossville Environmental Action Now ("MEAN") and, despite mentions of the Air Liquide facility's proximity to Mossville, MEAN's dioxin reports correctly contain no suggestion that Air Liquide could have contributed in any way to any presence of dioxin in Mossville.  
 

Air Liquide is a leading provider of air gases such as oxygen and nitrogen which are naturally found in the air we breathe.  Air Liquide’s products are used by many companies to manufacture products used in everyday life, to produce cleaner fuels and to make industrial processes safer.  Air Liquide’s air separation units do not use a combustion process, do not produce chlorinated chemicals and do not emit dioxins or other pollutants.  Moreover, Air Liquide and its employees actively contribute in many ways to local community organizations; this was most evident in the company’s gift of $100,000 to the American Red Cross immediately after hurricane Katrina in 2005.
With nearly 37,000 employees in 72 countries, Air Liquide is a world leader in industrial and medical gases and related services. The Group offers innovative solutions based on constantly enhanced technologies and produces air gases (oxygen, nitrogen, argon, rare gases…) and many other gases including hydrogen. The Group contributes to the manufacturing of many everyday products: bubbles in sparkling beverages, protective atmosphere for packed foods, oxygen for hospitals and homecare patients, ultra-pure gases for the semiconductor industry, hydrogen to desulfurize fuels…

Air Liquide is committed to sustainable development and helps to protect life. Founded in 1902, Air Liquide has successfully developed a long-term relationship with its shareholders built on trust and transparency and guided by the principles of corporate governance. Since the publication of its first consolidated financial statements in 1971, Air Liquide has posted strong and steady earnings growth.
