We updated these goals in early 2006 as part of a larger initiative to enhance Alcoa's sustainability framework.  The goals are intended to be aggressive, requiring innovation and collaboration.  We have made significant progress against many of our goals, such as meeting the 25% reduction in greenhouse gases seven years before the 2010 deadline and achieving a 50% reduction in landfilled waste before the 2007 goal.
