"Our position on stocking controversial titles is summed up accurately in the comment we gave to the BBC. Amazon seeks to stock the widest choice of reading available. We won't stock illegal titles, but otherwise we don't believe we have the right to act as a censor and decide what people may or may not read.  While there are undoubtedly titles on our sites containing unpleasant material, this does not mean that Amazon endorses this content.  It's also worth noting that where these titles are listed, there are often numerous other titles listed providing the alternative view.”
