The Soft drink unit had aided their hand to enhance and improve the irrigation canal which is the main water resource of water for the Gangaikondan lake.  One lakh rupees had been invested for this enhancement.

The main Water resource for Gangaikondan is from Sitraruu. The irrigation canal is mainly covered with lots of Bushes, Fencing, Poovarasu plants which have been spread all over the place.  This canal is basically situated in the end point of the dam in Sitraruu. So that if there is flood in the river, these lakes will overflow with water.
Only after seven years, there was an incomparable rain last year, in which the flood lasted for more than nine days. Since the canal was not proper, only half of the lake was filled with water.  After this incident, the farmers association had decided to desilt the canal which is main source of water to Gangaikondan pond. 
Since there is no proper fund, the farmers association decided to get some funds from the Gangaikondan soft drink unit administrators. The president of the association, Mr. Karupaaiya met those administrators and put these crises to them.

These administrators decided to allot some funds to improve the irrigation canal.
Approximately one lakh rupees had been invested for this enhancement.
