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The age of the bulge bracket corporation has encouraged a global army of protest - camped out, this week in the Swiss mountains around Davos. Some companies strive to work with the NGOs and pressure groups - such as through the Business & Human Rights Resource Centre, launched by Mary Robinson this week (www.business-humanrights.org) 

But the lasting sense is one of alienation between big business, its workers, its customers and also governments in the territories where it operates. 

This does not feel healthy at all. 
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
