Engaging NHRIs in securing the promotion and protection of human rights in business
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	Business and human rights has been identified as a key issue by the UN Human Rights Council. In Resolution 8/7, adopted in June 2008, the Council recognized the need to protect all human rights from abuses by, or involving, transnational corporations or other business enterprises and renewed the mandate of the Special Representative on the issue of human rights and transnational corporations and other business enterprises.  

This side event, organized by the ICC in collaboration with the OHCHR, will inform a broad understanding of the emerging role of National Human Rights Institutions (NHRIs) on the business and human rights agenda, and focus on the issues canvassed by the UN Special Representative of the Secretary General on Human Rights and Transnational Corporations. 

It will stimulate reflection, action and collaboration amongst NHRIs, national authorities and civil society, including business.
